COTILLION CRITERIA

A young woman making a debut to society, ages 16 if at least a High School Junior, 17-20 years, or a College Freshman, should have demonstrated good character, academic achievement and leadership abilities and who have begun to initiate and achieve those goals that will positively affect their lives and prepare them to meet future challenges, is a debutante.  A young woman must meet the following criteria prior to acceptance:




African –American female age 17-20 (Exception are made based on maturity) 



High school junior or senior or college sophomore 



Good character




Single, never married, no children




No police record




No past or present history of substance abuse

Three (3) letters of recommendation from (1) school/college official, 

(2) Church official, (3) non-relative on the organizations letterhead

We believe that success will come if we are prepared to the meet the challenge of change in today’s world and we feel that opportunities must be provided to prepare young women for the challenges ahead.
